Filmed over four years during the climax of Nepal’s armed conflict, ‘Beneath Everest’ explores some of the 
striking but largely overshadowed voices and grassroots realities of Nepal’s decade long Maoist’ insurgency. 
Questioning the use and continuation of ‘violence’ and challenging its justifications, the film takes a critical 
approach to Nepal’s insurgency, its historic transitions and citizens’ struggle for peace, justice and an 
inclusive democracy. ‘Beneath Everest, Nepal Reborn’ has just been nominated for a prestigious award at 
Germany’s second biggest documentary festival in Kassel.

I am delighted to make with Tulsi and all of you this visual trip to Nepal. We will see the beauty of the country 
and its generous people, colors, emotions, fears, injustice, hopes, rights and aspirations of the Nepali people 
during the armed conflict, the authoritarian political regime and the current, difficult times of transition.
